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CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS
OF THE PULSED POWER SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE
OF IEEE NUCLEAR AND PLASMA SCIENCES SOCIETY

Constitution (Amended June 2003
Article 1 DName and Object

Section 1. This organization shdl beknown as the Pulsed Power Science and Technology Committee
(PPS&T) of thelEEE Nudear and Plasma Sciences Sodety (NPSS), referred to hereafter as the Commit-
tee. This standing technical committee was formed in 1994

Section 2. ThePPS& T shdl strive for theadvancement of pulsed power science, technology and its ap-
plicationsand for maintenance of high scientific and technical standardsamongthe pulsed power com-
munity.

Section 3. The Committee shdl aid in promoting coopeation and exchangeof technical information

amongthe pulsed power commurity. In particular, it will take respongbility for the following activities:

a Organize, condud and encourage paticipaionin thel EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conferences.

b. Publish the Digest of Technical Papers of the| EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conferences.

c. Recognize special achievementsin the Pulsed Power Community by presentation of the|EEE NPSS
Pulsed Power Conference Awards

d. Encouragethe Pulsed Power community to publish in the Transaction of Plasma Sciences by bian-
nually sponsoring Special Issues on Pulsed Power and by promoting publicationin all monthly issues.
Where appropriate we will aso encourage publicationin other IEEE journds.

e. Encourage students to enter the Pulsed Power field.

Cogponr other meeting and symposum that provide an oppotunity to present results of pulsed

power research, development, engineering and related applications science or technology.

g. Represent the Pulsed Power community interestsin |EEE.

h. Act asaliaison beween |EEE and other organizationsin the area of pulsed power

i. Promote |EEE and NPSS membership.

Articlell-- Field of Interest

Section 1. Thefield of interest of the PPS& T is the understanding, devel opment and application of pulsed
power to plasma phydcs, nudear science and related fields

Section 2. Theareas of technical activities shdl includebut not belimited to high power pulsed accelera-
tors, pulsed power applications pulsed forming networks, high power switching, pulsed electrical inaula-
tion and breakdown, electromagndic energy storage, explosve pulsed power techniques, high current
electron andion diodes, intense particle beams and the assod ated diagnodics.

Articlel11--Member ship
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Section 1. Members of the PPS& T are representatives of the Pulsed Power Community. The Pulsed
Power Community is defined as those who paticipate in research, development and engineeringin pulsed
power science, technology, applicationsandrelated scientific fields To track themembership of this
Community, it is further defined asall of theindividuds onthe |[EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Confer-
ence mailing list which indudes, at aminimum, all individuds who have attended any of the previous
three Internaiond Pulsed Power Conferences. Voting members at large shdl beindviduds on this mail-
ing list tha are members of IEEE/NPSS. Members of the Community are invited to join the Committee
with the object to provide representation of alarge cross-section of the United States of America portion
of this Community andto provide excellent contacts with the Internationd Pulsed Power Community.
The Committee encourages and has stronginternationd paticipationin all of its spon®red activities.

ArticlelV--Administration

Section 1. ThePPS& T shdl be compoed of between twelve and twenty members tha are invited to
serve from the Community. Thedecisionto invite is determined by noninaion and mgjority vote of a
quorum of PPS& T. This vote should be conduded at oneof theregularly scheduled PPS& T meetings

Section 2. (Revised and Adopted June 2003 Theterm of officeis three years with a maximum of two
conecutive terms (six years). After six consecutive years of membership, apasonisnoteligible for re-
electionto PPS& T until oneyear after the completion of thar previousterms.

Designaed charpersonsof future |EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conferences can bevoting or non-
voting members of the PPS& T. It is recommended that when Conference Charpersonsare selected who
are notvoting members, tha voting membership be offered two years before the Conference that they are
charing and tha they be encouraged to serve two three year terms (six years).

Section 3. Theaffairs of the PPS& T shdl be managed by the PPS& T Charperson in accordance with the
powers and duties as defined hereunde and in the Bylaws. In the event of the Charpersonsabsence or
incapacity, these duties shdl be performed by the senior NPSS Pulsed Power AdCom Elected Member.

Section 4. TheChdrpersonis appointed annudly by the President of the NPSS AdCom. At the discretion
of theNPSS President, the Charperson shdl serve atwo year term. With therecommendaion of the
PPS& T, theNPSS President may berequested to extend the term a third year. Term of office shdl com-
mence on Januay 1. ThePPS& T shdl select by majority vote a candidae for Charperson to recommend
to the President of the NPSS AdCom at thelast regularly scheduled meeting near the end of each Chair-
person@term.

Section 5. One or more members of the Voting Community will be elected to the serve as NPSS AdCom
members representing PPS& T. NPSS is managed by AdCom. NPSS AdCom will periodically determine
thenunmbe of AdCom memberstha will represent PPS& T. These elected AdCom members with the
PPS& T Charman will bevoting members of the AdCom. They with the Chairman will represent the in-
terests of the Pulsed Power Community and the PPS& T Committee to AdCom, NPSS and |EEE and con-
vey |EEE and NPSS gods, policies and procedures back to the Committee and throughthe Committee to
the Community. The person elected to this postion will become a member of PPS& T if heis notamem-
ber when elected.
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Section 6. The Committee shdl elect a Secretary to serve for atwo year term. The Secretary shdl take
minutes, provide copies to the members, lead discussion of the minutesin all Committee meetingsand
maintain afile of theminutes of past meetings The Secretary shdl incorporate amendments to the
PPS& T Conditution and Bylaws, distribute copies to the PPS& T members and maintain afile of past
volumes ( See Article VI Section 1 and Section 2).

Section 7. Thefollowing fundiond committees will beformed as required to condud important aspects
of the PPS& T busness:

a Interndiond Pulsed Power Conference Committee (xx th IPPCC) to organize and manage particular
pulsed power conferences.

b. Thexxth |IEEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conference Technical Program Committee to organize the
Conference technical program and publish thetechnical proceedings

c. ThePulsed Power Conference Awards Committee to solicit nominationsand make recommenddions
for thel EEE NPSS Pulsed Power Conference Awards

d. |IEEE Awardsand Fellowship Committee to identify and prioritize Community candidaes for various
IEEE and NPSS awardsand for elevation to rank of IEEE Fellow and to assist in the process of com-
peting for these awards and recognitions

e. Membership Committee to promote membership in |EEE and NPSS and to maintain records of the
Pulsed Power Community.

f. PublicationsStandards Committee to provide guidance for the publication of the Digest of Technical
Papers of the | EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conferences and to select guest editors for the Trans-
action of Plasma Sciences Specia 1ssues on Pulsed Power.

Article V-Meetings

Section 1. ThePPS& T may hold meetings conferences, sympoda or conventionseither aloneor in co-
opeation with other organization subject to applicable |EEE and NPSS rules and regulations

Section 2. Half of thePPS& T members shdl conditute a quomum. Multiple offices or Committee assign-
ments shdl not entitle any member to more than one vote.

Section 3. A mgjority of thevotes cast by those members of the PPS& T attending a Committee meeting
shdl be necessary for the condud of its busness except as otherwise provided in this Conditution.

Section 4. Busness of the PPS& T may be handled by correspondence, telephone facsimile, E-mail tele-
graph or other means of communication where, in the opinion of the Charperson, matters requiring
prompt action can be adequaely handled in tha manne. A majority vote of thefull PPS& T is required to

take action in such a case. Telephoneactionsor other actionstha do notinvolve awritten record are to be
promptly confirmed in writing by the Charperson.

Section 5. ThePPS& T shdl meet as required to condud busness and in accordance with the Bylaws.

Article VI- Amendments

Section 1. Amendmentsto this Conditution may be made by a two-thirdsvote of the PPS& T members.
After such approvd, theamendment shdl beincorporated into the Condgitution by the Secretary and the
new version of the Conditution and Bylaws distributed to the PPS& T members. Theorigind Conditution
and Bylaws shdl beVolume 1, dated September 19, 200Q Thevolume numbe and date shdl be changed
with each revision.

Section 2. Bylaws and amendments, thereto may be adopied by two-thirdsvote of those present at a
PPS& T meeting. Alternaively aBylaw or anendment may be adopted by atwo-thirdsmail or e-mail
vote of themembers of PPS& T, provided that afourteen day periodis provided for such responss. After
such approvd, theamendment shdl beincorporated into the Conditution by the Secretary and the new
version of the Conditution and Bylaws distributed to the PPS& T members. The origind Congitutionand
Bylaws shdl beVolume 1, dated September 19, 2000. Thevolume number and dae shdl be changed
with each revision.

ArticleVII-Revison
Section 1.The Charperson of the PPS& T shdl appoint a sub-committee at least once each five yearsto
evaluae the effectiveness of the Conditution and Bylaws, to study therules of govanance required by the

activities of the PPS& T at that time, and to propo® amendments to this Congitution and Bylaws or to
write anew Conditution and Bylaws appropriate to the existing and anticipated needs of the PPS& T.

Bylaws
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1.PPS&T

1.1 PPS& T Committee meetingswill be called and organized by the charperson or by a mgjority of the
members. ThePPS& T shdl meet at least twice ayear. On oddnunmbered years a meeting should be held
in conjundion with the |EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conference.

1.2 If aPPS&T member misses three consecutive meetings the PPS& T Charperson will contact the
member and encourage paticipation or resignaion. The PPS& T may vote to remove members.

1.3 ThePPS& T shdl organize committees asrequired to condud its busness as outlined in Article V
Section 7 aboveandin thefollowing:

1.3a Internaiond Pulsed Power Conference Committee (xx th IPPCC) to organize and manage
paticular pulsed power conferences. The Charperson of xx th IPPCC bethe xxth Conference Charman.
He will have primary respongbility for managing and successfully implementing the xxth Conference.
Candidaes for Charpersonwill beproposd by the PPS& T members and elected by a mgjority vote of
PPS& T. The xxth IPPCC Charman will select his committee members and propos axxth |EEE Interna-
tiond Pulsed Power Conference Technical Program Committee Charman to be approved by the PPS& T.

1.3b. Thexxth IEEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conference Technical Program Committee to
organize and implement the technical program and publish thetechnical digest. xxth |EEE Internaiond
Pulsed Power Conference Technical Program Committee Chairman shdl organize a Program Committee.
This Committee will solicit abgracts for Conference pgpers, review abdracts, select papers, organize the
Conference technical program, invite plenary speakers, managethetechnical program and publish the
technical proceedings

1.3c. The Pulsed Power Conference Awards Committee to solicit nominaionsand make recom-
mendaionsfor the| EEE NPSS Pulsed Power Conference Awards The Erwin Marx Award, The Peter
Haas Pulsed Power Award, and the Outstanding Pulsed Power Student Award. The PPS& T Charman
shdl appoint a Pulsed Power Conference Awards Committee Charman. This Charman has therespons-
bility of selecting an awards committee according to the IEEE approved awards criteria given bdow. The
Awards Committee Charman should arrangefor advertising for these awards at least oneyear prior to the
selection date. The Awards Committee members will judgeeach candidate according to the (Basis for
JudgmentOand collectively select a candidate for each award if there are eigible nominees. The Awards
Committee bugness can be conduded in a meeting or by other method of communicationsas givenin
Article V, Section 4, tha the Awards Charman deems satisfactory to complete thejudgng, make a col-
lective judgrrent and provide recommendaionsto PPS& T.

2. |EEE International Pulsed Power Conference

2.1 ThisMeetingisan official IEEE Nudear and Plasma Science Sodety Conference that is conduded
by the PPS& T NPSS Standing Technical Committee in odd nunbered years. This Conferenceisthemain
forumfor exchangeof informationin pulsed power science, engineering, technology and applicationsof
that technology. Thexx Internaiond Pulsed Power Conference Committee and thexx Internaiond
Pulsed Power Conference Technical Program Committee organize and managethe conference, plan and
condud thetechnical program and publish thedigest of technical pgpers for the conference. The Confer-
ence congsts of both oral and poger technical sessionseach day. It isthetradition of the Conference to
providetime during theday and soda eventsin the evening tha encourageinteractionsbetween at-
tendees. The Conferenceistraditiondly hed in the United States with strong participaionfor alarge
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number of counties. Attempts should be madeto involve members of theinternaiond pulsed power
community in the conference planning and organizing. Suppat is solicited from organizationsemploying
and supporting members of the pused power community throughouttheworld.

2.2 Thedigest of technical pgpers of each conference is made available to the attendees of the Confer-
ence, members of the community who purchase a copy during the Conference and to the | EEE Book Bro-
ker Program. These digests are distributed to libraries and other regular cusomers of |EEE Book Broker
Program and are available to the general scientific and engineering community throughl EEE Book Bro-
ker Program.

2.3 TheCharpeasonsof the xx |EEE Internaiond Pulsed Power Conference Committee and thexx
IEEE Internationd Pulsed Power Conference Technical Program Committee present their plansfor the xx
Conference to PPS& T for review and approvd. The budge for each conferenceis presented to PPS& T
for preliminary approva andto the NPSS President and Treasure for find approvd. Thebudgé mug fol-
low |EEE and NPSS guiddines and be presented in the IEEE format.

3. Awards (Revised and Adopied 26 February 2004

3.1 ThelEEE TAB has approved three NPSS Conference Awardsfor the PPS& T to administer. Each of
these awardswill be presented at the pulsed power conferencesif a suitable recipient isidentified for
each award. These awardsare the Erwin Marx Award, the Peter Haas Pulsed Power Award and the
Outstanding Pulsed Power Student Award. To changean award or an award criteria, PPS& T mug pe-
tition NPSS AdCom and |EEE TAB. During the adopfon process for this Conditution and Bylaws,
the PPS& T approved minor changesin criteriafor selecting Awards Committee members and for the
presentation by the Peter Haas Award recipients. The IEEE TAB approved criteriafor each award in-
cluding these minor changes by PPS& T follows:

Discussion and voting will continueuntl at least atwo
thirds majority of the Committee agrees ontherecipient of the Award. The Awards Committee Charman
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will notify the Charman of Pulsed Power Science and Technology Committee of theresults of the
Awards Committee process induding a motion tha the Award be presented to the selected candidate. If a
qudified candidae is not selected, the award will not be presented for tha biennia period. The Pulsed
Power Science and Technology Committee Charman will secure a vote from themembers of the Pulsed
Power Science and Technology Committee onthemotion either in oneof themeetingsof the PPS& T
Committee or by phoneor mail vote. If the Pulsed Power Science and Technology Committee approve
themotion the Award will be presented at the next IEEE Internationd Pulsed Power Conference. If they
do not approvethe motionfor a given award, the award will notbe presented for tha biennial period.

4. Technica digtinctionin advandng or enlarging thefield of pulsed power over and extended period
of time (10 points)

The Award will condder thetotal benefit conferred on pulsed power by theindividud. Thenomineeis
not required to bea member of the NPSS or | EEE but, where candidaes have otherwise equd qudifica
tions preference shdl begiven to the candidate who is a member of the IEEE.
